Year 3 Learning Plan


Year 3

Our aim in Primary 3 is to provide children with an appropriate line of development from the foundation stage (Nursery, Year 1 and Year 2). We aim to further develop children’s skills and knowledge through enriching their learning experiences and ensuring children progress in a stimulating environment.

Areas of Learning

· The Arts (art and design, music and drama)

· Language and Literacy (developing talking and listening, reading and     writing).

· Mathematics and Numeracy (developing mathematical concepts through practical and written activities).

· Personal Development (developing an understanding of themselves, their personal attributes and empathise with others).

· Physical Development and Movement                 (developing physical skills through play and physical education)
· The World Around Us (developing skills and knowledge about the environment).

· Religion  - children will follow the 
Grow in Love programme.
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· School’s Cool!

· Houses and Homes

· Seasonal Change
· Safe and Sound
· Bugs, Birds and Beasts
· Whatever the Weather

Skills
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· Managing Information - asking, assessing, selecting, recording and interrogating.

· Thinking, Problem Solving and Decision making—activating learning, deepening understanding, coping with challenges.

· Being creative—imaging, generating, inventing, taking risks.

· Team work —being collaborative, being sensitive to others’ feelings, being fair, being responsible.

· Self Management—knowing strengths and weaknesses, setting goals and targets, managing and regulating self.

· ICT e.g. save, print and retrieve work, alter size, colour of font, ability to produce pictograms, program Bee-bot.
Numeracy

Through taking part in practical and mental mathematics activities and talking about their work, children will work towards

· Becoming familiar with mathematical symbols ( + and - )

· Sorting and re-sorting materials, recording the outcomes in a variety of ways.

· Recognising, writing and ordering numbers to 100.

· Knowing 1 more/ 1 less than numbers up to 100 and doubles to 10 + 10.

· Knowing the majority of addition and subtraction facts within 20.

· Understanding that “teen” numbers are made up of ten plus another number.

· Using money up to £1.00.

· Beginning to measure using standard units.

· Beginning to know the sequence of the   days of the week/months of the year and the seasons.

· Recognising 2D shapes, 3D shape - regular and irregular.

· Beginning to use tens and units.

· Beginning fractions.

· Beginning multiplication.

Enabling children to record their learning in these areas is an important aspect of Year 3 work.
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Through taking part in oral discussion, reading and writing activities, children will work towards being able to

· Express themselves confidently using a wide range of vocabulary.

· Recount stories in detail.

· Listen to and carry out more complex instructions.

· Recognise fiction and non-fiction books.

· Read with expression, paying attention to full stops, exclamation marks and question marks.

· Begin to read a variety of texts independently.

· Use some of the reading strategies when a difficulty is encountered, i.e. sounding out words, reading on and using picture cues.

· Recognise the difference between letters and words, sentences and lines.

· Show independence when writing.

· Write for different purposes, Recount, Narrative, Instructional and Procedural.

· Write in sentences, using capital letters and full stops and a good range of vocabulary.

· Show control over formation and size of letters.
Homework

Homework will include curriculum activities for all learning areas. It may include, reading, writing, mental, practical and physical activities for you to complete with your child.

Practical activities are extremely important in children’s learning.  It is only through experiencing and doing practical things that difficult concepts are internalised by children. Thus, it ensures children will find the transition from practical work to written task less difficult. Children will also find they are more likely to be successful in written tasks.
Helpful Hints

· Allow your child to use money and buy small items in the shop. This familiarises the children with coins and their values.
· Practise composing sentences orally and in the written format.

· Play games such as I spy and “I went to the market” to help your child develop a better knowledge of the alphabet and the letter/sound relationship. Games like the above mentioned enables children to learn patterns and sequence language, which is an integral part of Literacy and Numeracy.

· Talk to your child about the topics explored in school.

· Try to read with your child everyday- library books, comics etc. Discuss the story and encourage your child to engage in prediction activities.
